READ 180 and System 44 by Scholastic

READ 180 brings together the essential building blocks of effective reading intervention to break the cycle of failure, accelerate instruction, and allow struggling readers to experience success.  The program provides instruction in all areas of the language arts:  phonemic awareness, phonics, fluency, vocabulary, text comprehension, spelling, writing and grammar.  The 90-minute instructional model is comprised of:  20 minutes whole-group instruction; three rotations of 20 minutes each involving computer software, small-group instruction and modeled and independent reading; and 10 minutes whole-group wrap-up.  Differentiation of instruction occurs during small-group instruction and computer software rotation.  Numerous reports are available to monitor students’ progress.

System 44 is designed for older struggling readers who have not mastered the foundational skills in reading such as phonemic awareness and phonics.  With the assistance of computer generated assessments students are placed in the appropriate sequence of instruction.  The computer software uses adaptive and audio technology to customize and scaffold instruction and practice.  Teacher materials guide direct instruction for students during whole- and small-group sessions.  Similar to READ 180 numerous reports are available to monitor students’ progress.
